Public Comments:
· April has joined the meeting as a public guest she goes to the SoHum board meeting. She works the snack shack for sohum. She is a grant writer and got a grant for sohums snack shack. Chrystine had asked April  Newlander to come to the meeting and let us know how she has been helpful for SoHum. Join the board???? Aprils daughter is a ref and her son plays soccer. Grant writer being added as a role in the bylaws. 
Treasurer Report - Current balance: $69k. D3 Fund: $13k. Rec Funds: $56k. Taxes for 2025 completed. Registration income has started coming in. – 171 currently registered for coming season. 101 have started but not finished registering. Cassie – has began emailing the parents who selected yes to coach on registration sign ups. 
Sponsorship Form Update -  Want to edit the totals on the form. Propose to adjust ASAP – Add multiple teams discount? Get rid of the corner flags completely. Ian will draft up something for us to vote on. Ian may need to order more forza flags. We also need new plastic clips that go on the poles. 
Scholarship Requests Received – Willow is the first one we voted on – She was on U12 last year and going into U14 this year. Ian supports this scholarship. Jason motions, Cassie seconds. All in favor passes uni. Chrystine will make the codes to prove to Ari. Ashton – we read over the scholarship requests. The mom coached us last year. Chrystine motions to approve for two children. Cassie seconded. Matthew opposes. Everyone else in favor. It passes. Mention coaching in the emails of approvals. Fields – This child was the one who broke her arm last year and she quit coaching. Candis motions to approve, Cassie seconds. Matthew opposes. All else in favor. It passes. Ari – we need to clarify the number of children asking for scholarship on the form. Lynn – we discussed the applications. Matthew opposed cassie motioned and chrystine seconded.  Ness – We discussed the form. Ian supports the scholarship for all 3 children. Matthew motioned. Candis seconded. All in favor. We should slot a certain amount of these for SoHum. 

New Logo – Ian there was some new logo options that Stacie shared with us on telegram. Ian also put forward the idea of changing the organization name. Keeping the name as out legue name, but change our full name to soccer club – this is not a vote for today, but wants to put this forward. Chrystine – are we wanting to a a dba instead of fully changing the name this would make things legally easier for us. Can we cut youth from the name? Most leagues use club instead of league in the names. We are the only local team that has multiple competitive teams. Jason – Rapids FC is short and sweet. Ari – push the name conversation to stay on topic. Stacie – The basic one at the top for the jersey logo. The other ones would be for merchandise. Ian – I would like out league logo to be similar to this one. Ian – I would like to see all of them before we vote on them. We will push this until we see all the logos to vote on. 
Summer Soccer Clinics – Ian would Jason like to run these again. Jason thinks the clinic need to be closer to the start of the season. Unsure of the conflicting dates at the moment though. Jason is open to running these again. Jason wants to run these with a plan that they are different each week, but not advertise it as so. Ian will be here July 11, 18 and 25. Sean will be gone most of July. Chrysitne – June is great for her. Ari and Matthew are available on the weekends. Carol – Rodeo is the week of the 18th. 27th of June, 11th of July and the 25th of July. Jason – Saturdays make the most sense. These dates are tentative on conflicting with other events. Ask sean about use of scotia fields. Jason – we may be want to open theses up to coaches that want assistance as well. They will get a lot out of it helping with the clinic. Chrytine – would there be a goal keeping clinic? Jason – yes we would. Ian – we should offer them again. Jason – we are offering it for a low price, but we may want to raise the price a bit. 
Field Needs – Does SoHum need anything for their fields. Chrystine – they have 2 cases of paint and they need more. Ian – Want to jump on the paint ordering this year due to it taking a while to get to us. Ian – will be going to the shed and tossing broken things. Ian – we need to inventory in fortuna. We need more paint ordered this year then last year. Inventory of shed end of the month. 
Registrar Report – 171 completed. 101 not submitted. We are similar as we were this time last year. Chrystine – we should look into an email service to wide spread send emails. Cassie – we can bulk send through gotsport. It is easy to do it. Cassie explained how to do this. Chrystine – UIHS code has set up and got a shared list. Carol – how do these parents know about the uihs scholarships. Ian – unsure how they know this. We need to make sure we do not give a scholarship to a child that is also getting a UIHS as well. 
Redway Water Fundraising – The water price is very high. Should we fundraise for this money in SoHum? Upwards of 1500 a month during the summer months. Candis – they just did another price increase. Ari – back track notes and figure out what number was budgeted. Ian – we should set a cap for the league to provide and then we need to fundraise the rest of it. 
Vote in New Treasurer – Erin Grant – Ian introduces Erin again. Cassie motions, Chrystine seconded. All in favor. 
BOD IDENTITY – Carol – we need something to identify us as board members. We wants a shirt and sweatshirt. Maybe a jersey. We need to wait for the new logo to be voted on first.
